Mr. T.K. Home , Information & Publicity Officer, NIFT says “This career has come of age and with the need of the coming generation to look good, this would sure take one places. To succeed, designers must be highly original and inventive. They should also be observant and  should  have a good memory.”

Bishwarupa, a Concept Designer with Stya Paul group says – “ I start my day dreaming of new concepts, work on the drawing board(illustration), search through websites, read books for specific themes like Ikebana, make a miniature sample and then print on actual size and generate it on the computer. It is very satisfying to see these designs come alive in a fashion show finally”.  

Initially, Fields like fashion merchandising, fashion journalism, food styling, window dressing and ad styling require an in-depth knowledge of visual aesthetics, but are branch off from mainstream designing. So, after some time, designers can be a specialist in one of these areas.

Individuals earn in the range of Rs 8,000 – 12,000 and within 3-4 years can command a salary of Rs 25,000 – Rs 55,000 after doing design courses from premier institutes.
